The State’s Department of Land and Natural 
Resources (DLNR) utilized new, state-of-the-art offshore sand pumping 
technologies to retrieve beach sand from nearshore deposits. The project cost 
approximately $475,000 and was completed in January 2007. 

The widened area can now accommodate more beachgoers, from 
sunbathers relaxing with a good book to families taking their children for a dip 
in the calm, cool ocean water. Visiting Kuhio Beach is the perfect excursion for 
Waikiki Beach Marriott Resort & Spa guests, who can travel from the resort to 
the beach and back with ease.
